1. Introduction

On 6 March 2017 the Company announced the re-shaping of the Board, the introduction of a cornerstone
investor in the form of Greenberry plc, an associate of Continental Investment Partners, and the intention
to launch an open offer and change the Company's name.

In order to allow all Existing Shareholders to subscribe for Ordinary Shares on the same terms as the
cornerstone investor, the Company is making available 2,236,280,127 Open Offer Shares under the
Open Offer at the Issue Price.

Qualifying Shareholders may subscribe for Open Offer Shares on the basis of 2 Open Offer Shares for
every 3 Existing Ordinary Shares held on the Record Date.

The gross proceeds of the Open Offer (assuming full take up under the Open Offer) of up to £1.45 million
will assist the company to establish the initial platform from which the company will grow very
significantly, in terms of hydrocarbon, human and financial resources.

Future funding requirements

Save as provided in paragraph 6 of this Part IV in relation to Overseas Shareholders, the action to be
taken by you in respect of the Open Offer depends on whether at the relevant time you have an
Application Form in respect of your Open Offer Entitlements, including the Excess Application Facility, or
you have Open Offer Entitlements and Excess Open Offer Entitlements credited to your CREST account
in respect of such entitlements.

A USE instruction complying with the requirements as to authentication and contents set out above which
settles by no later than 11.00 a.m. on 13 April 2017 will constitute a valid application under the Open
Offer.

428 CREST procedures and timings

CREST members and (where applicable) their CREST sponsors should note that Euroclear does
not make available special procedures, in CREST, for any particular corporate action.
